WTO Doha Round: report on the state of play of the negotiations by Don Stephenson, Ambassador and Permanent Representative of Canada to the WTO

USCIB discussion paper on trade implications of the climate change debate: presentation by Timothy E. Deal, Senior Vice President, US Council for International Business

The US Council for International Business, ICC’s national committee in the US, recently published a discussion paper entitled “WTO rules and procedures and their implications for the Kyoto Protocol”.  This study is particularly timely given that the interface between climate change and trade policy is likely to become a thorny issue over the coming months.  Mr Deal has been invited to present the USCIB paper, and this will be followed by a discussion among Commission members.  This discussion should explore whether ICC should undertake the development of a policy statement on this issue and whether there are any Commission members who would be prepared to take the lead in this work, which would have to be coordinated with ICC’s Commission on Environment & Energy.

Sovereign Wealth Funds: presentation of the OECD’s work on this issue
